Meter is such an important dimension of musicianship. Your sense of meter isn't bad, but it feels like it's
contained within your brain, and it's difficult to get it out of the instrument to your audience. Things like making
pickups SOUND like pickups, measures of 3/4 sound different than 4/4. | think you would do well to meditate on
how to get this across to your audience, ESPECIALLY in a piece like this, with it's many meter changes. In terms

of sound, | think more LONG TONES are in order. Your body needs to develop a sense of what it feels like for the
air to provide stability (as opposed to your muscles). Confident sight reading!
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
